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4.2.3 Promising Practice 3:  Memorandum of Understanding
Memorandum of Agreement
Dorcas Place and the Community College of Rhode Island (CCRI) do hereby jointly agree to the following terms and conditions:

Items of Agreement:
1. During the fall semester of 2004, CCRI agrees to provide Dorcas Place with five (5) designated seats in regularly scheduled courses given by the College according to the following schedule:

Intro to Business 1010-301


MWF, 11:00 – 11:50

Intro to Computers 1100-301


MW, 10:00 – 11:50

Marriage and Family 2020-301


MWF, 11:00 – 11:50

In addition to the above courses, an evening section (day and time TBD) of PHIL2030, Ethics will be arranged by contract for students enrolled in the Dorcas Place Bridge Program.

2. Dorcas Place will communicate its request for utilization of these designated seats by August 20, 2004, after which CCRI will release the slots for use by the general community.  Dorcas Place would still be able to access those slots after August 20 should there be openings.  Please note that cancellation of all under-enrolled courses occurs on 8/30/04.

3. All courses will be taught by faculty selected by the College.  Resumes, course syllabi, and other relevant materials will be available to Dorcas Place staff once classes begin.

4. All Courses will be held on the Liston Campus of CCRI.

5. For the purposes of scheduling courses offered under this agreement, the beginning and ending dates of courses will conform to the College’s academic calendar. (See attached Fall ’04 calendar)

6. As determined by the terms of the contract, CCRI will provide appropriate orientation, registration, and other student services for all students enrolled in the Dorcas Place Bridge Program.

7. This Memorandum of Agreement covers the Fall ’04 semester.  It becomes effective when signed by all parties and shall continue in effect unless modified by mutual consent of both parties.
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
